AUTHORITY:

Idaho Code § 31-3503A, 31-3518.
II.
BACKGROUND:

The counties in the state of Idaho and the Catastrophic Health Care Cost Program (CAT) are responsible for paying the medical costs of individuals deemed to be medically indigent. They are also required by state law to be the payer of last resort for financial assistance.  In prior years the CAT Administrator had created a manual to assist counties with processing cases. This manual has not been updated with changes in Idaho Code.
III.
PURPOSE:

The purpose of this policy is to provide uniform procedures for consideration and processing CAT cases. This will clearly provide both counties and providers direction regarding CAT procedures.
IV.
POLICY:

1.
Determination of a Case:

a. A case shall be submitted to the CAT Board by transmitting all documents    through a secure website as authorized by the CAT Board.

b. The CAT Board is responsible for a case upon submission by a county and receipt and acknowledgement by the authorized secure web based system.
c. The CAT Board meets approximately every 6 weeks to review and approve claims.

d. CAT program office notifies the counties in writing of case disposition after each board meeting.
e. The counties must follow the procedures outlined in the Cat Case Determination and Processing procedures for Cat Board consideration. 
V.
OUTCOMES AND MONITORING:

1. To reduce or eliminate CAT applications being held for missing information.
2. Improving application process will result in efficiency to the program.
